DSUNews.com Posting and Moderation Guidelines

Description
DSUNews is designed to be a line of communications between Dakota State University Faculty, Campus Organizations, Student Activity Organizations and the students at Dakota State University. 

Appropriate Submissions
The following types of messages are appropriate to post on DSUNews.com: 
· Announcement of campus and university events

· Announcements by DSU Campus Organizations (including, but not limited to Career Services, Athletics, Computing Services, the Physical Plant, and Student Services)
· Announcements relevant to individuals on DSU’s main campus

· Any and all messages from the university administration
· Announcements from faculty and staff relevant to the university.
· News items related to Dakota State University and/or Madison, SD.

· Announcements for events sponsored by student activity organizations

The following types of messages are inappropriate to post on DSUNews.com: 
· Solicitation by anyone unaffiliated with Dakota State University

· Solicitation for events, activities, and other items not related to Dakota State University

· Advertising of commercial services
Any item not specifically covered in the categories above will be posted if approved by the DSUNews student administrator and/or the Public Affairs department or E-Communications coordinator. The administrators reserve the right to remove any submitted item if he or she believes it to be inappropriate..
Multiple Announcements of Events

One event may be announced a maximum of two times on DSUNews.com. One submission is acceptable up to a month in advance of the event, and another submission is acceptable on the day or week of the event. An event should also be posted on the DSU events calendar. Any subsequent submissions will be deleted. 

Moderation

Some individuals will be able to post to DSUNews.com right away without having their news moderated. Others will have to have their submissions moderated before their submissions are posted to DSUNews.com

The following individuals will be able to have a “publisher” account and be able to add news items and events without moderation:
· Dakota State University Administration Staff

· Department Heads

· Deans of each of the colleges

· Senior secretaries for each department

All other individuals will be able to submit news items, but will be moderated before the item is posted live to the DSUNews.com website. Other individuals may receive “publisher” accounts upon approval by the DSUNews.com student administrator and/or the Public Affairs department or E-Communications coordinator.
